ORDINANCE NO. 106

AN ORDINANCE AMENDING ORDINANCE NO. 66 AND ORDINANCE NO. 100
WHEREIN CERTAIN FEES WERE ESTABLISHED, TO DECLARE AN
EMERGENCY, AND FOR OTHER PURPOSES

WHEREAS, the City Council of Goshen, by Ordinance No. 66, did adopt, by reference,
certain fees; and

WHEREAS, the City Council of Goshen, by Ordinance No. 100, did amend Ordinance
No. 66 and the fees adopted therein; and

WHEREAS, the City Council desires to further amend the current Ordinance concerning
certain fees.

NOW, THEREFORE, BE IT ORDAINED BY THE CITY COUNCIL FOR THE CITY
OF GOSHEN, ARKANSAS:

SECTION 1. AMENDMENT OF ORDINANCE 100 SCHEDULE OF FEES

Ordinance No. 100 is hereby amended to substitute the SCHEDULE OF FEES as
provided in Section 2 hereof in lieu of the provisions of Ordinance No. 100.

SECTION 2. SCHEDULE OF FEES

The following fees shall be paid as contemplated by the provisions of the various
ordinances of the City of Goshen:

Preliminary Plat -$400.00 or $25.00 per lot up to 50 lots whichever
is greater

-Over 100 lots $1,875.00 or $25.00 per lot,
whichever is greater, to a max of $3,000.00.

Barns and other agricultural
structures are not included in the residential
definition and therefore subject to the surcharge.

SECTION 3. REPEALER

All ordinances or parts of ordinances in conflict herewith are hereby repealed to the
extent of the conflict.

SECTION 4. SEVERABILITY

If any section, paragraph, subdivision, clause, phrase or provision of this ordinance shall
be adjudged invalid or unconstitutional, the same shall not affect the validity of this ordinance as
a whole, or any part or provision, other than the part so decided to be invalid or unconstitutional.

SECTION 5. EMERGENCY CLAUSE

Because it is now recognized there are important inspections required by the various
building codes to which the City and its property owners are subject, that the City has been
conducting those inspections during construction and that there is no provision to cover the costs
of such inspections being conducted by the City of Goshen, it is viewed that an immediate
solution is necessary thereby creating an emergency. It is hereby declared that based on the
conditions set forth herein, an emergency exists and this Ordinance, being necessary for the
immediate protection of the health, safety, and welfare of the citizens of Goshen, Arkansas, shall
be in effect immediately upon its passage, approval, and publication.
