ORDINANCE NO. 66

AN ORDINANCE ESTABLISHING
CERTAIN FEES, TO DECLARE AN
EMERGENCY, AND FOR OTHER PURPOSES

WHEREAS, the City Council of Goshen has previously adopted various ordinances
pursuant to which there are necessary fees to be charged and now desires to revise those fees and
include them in a single ordinance for clarity and ease of reference.

NOW, THEREFORE, BE IT ORDAINED BY THE CITY COUNCIL FOR THE CITY
OF GOSHEN, ARKANSAS:

SECTION 1. SCHEDULE OF FEES

As contemplated by the provisions of the various ordinances of the City of Goshen, the fees to be
paid shall be as provided in the attached document entifled “ SCHEDULE OF FEES,” which is
incorporated by reference herein.

SECTION 2. REPEALER

All ordinances or parts of ordinances in conflict herewith are hereby repealed to the
extent of the conflict.

SECTION 3. EMERGENCY CLAUSE

Due to the amendment of Ordinance No. 61 as per the Ordinance No. 63 and the adoption
of Ordinance No. 65 whereby fees are being deleted from the subdivision regulations and
reference is made to a separate enactment by the City Council, which is this ordinance, it is
viewed that an immediate solution is necessary thereby creating an emergency. It is hereby
declared that based on the conditions set forth herein, an emergency exists and this Ordinance,
being necessary for the immediate protection of the health, safety, and welfare of the citizens of
Goshen, Arkansas, shall be in effect immediately upon its passage, approval, and publication.
